Return of the Poet
In this poetic documentary director first commissions the sculpture of the national poet and than accompanied by the great stony man takes on to the picturesque travel through his homeland. After discovering that there is no place for the commemorative monument in his city, he starts searching for some other place without a clear goal, just to find an appropriate place for him. Through this investigatory travel he crosses different places, meets local traditions, daily life and discovers the world he belongs to. And finally, there is no place that fits to the monument, or there is no place he fits to… Or, he was just not meant to be stuck in the stone and at one spot, maybe his poetic soul belongs to nowhere and everywhere. 
Without words, leaving the pictures to speak on their own and build their story, the only figure that takes us, next to the stony poet, through all these places is a silent, patient sculptor fabulously communicating with the camera as if it wasn’t there and at the same time somehow directing her view. Long shoots open the wide nature, enter the tight circles of festive ceremony, plunges into the grey sky and senses the deathly fear. I remember the two sheep and their fear was close as if I could touch it, as if they knew what’s approaching. The intensity of colours changes with the atmosphere and creates the one of the travel - melancholic, silent, observatory. The minimalist interventions in the sound underline these atmospheric narrations, faithfully following the poet’s carriage. For the commemoration of the poet the director chose the perfectly appropriate form – lyric wandering. 
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
