Requiem of a poet
In this visual requiem the famous Armenian poet of the 19th and 20th century is reborn in a statue made of solid stone, which tries to find its place in modern Armenia. So the »poet« (statue) travels through his homeland rediscovering the diversity and beauty of the Armenian People and nature. But the journey seems difficult right from the start, when He is exhaustingly carved out of heavy rock and continues through his slow traveling on a truck, searching for a place to rest. The analogy to life becomes clear since life itself calls to position himself in the world and find the appreciation of others, what this poet in his lifetime unquestionably did. Therefore the travel of the “poet” doesn’t end until He comes to the village of his birth. The film speaks almost exclusively visually and at moments seems like a highly aesthetic photo roman. The strong naturalism comes to speak with well chosen details and “still life” shots. One can literally feel the weight of the stone the statue was made of, experience the difficult journey while the truck i.e. gets stuck in the mud and so on. The strong communicative power of these shots and the aesthetic pictures of the Armenian nature and culture are fulfilled with strong, emotional music. While lacking dialogues, some sort of interpretation comes also from this, reaching the peek in a short passage of Mozart’s requiem.  
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
